through Tuesday, March 24th.

Tuition and related fees for 2026-2027 are listed below:  

Registration Fees  

$250 per student Enrollment Registration Fee

Tuition Reductions   

$400 From the tuition of the second child you enroll at William Spyropoulos in 2026-2027 

 $600 From the tuition of the third child you enroll at William Spyropoulos in 2026-2027 

 $1500 From the tuition of the fourth child you enroll at William Spyropoulos in 2026-2027  

Enrollment is complete either by full payment of tuition (via check, money order or credit card with 3% 
fee) or registration in the “FACTS” Program no later than June 25, 2026. In addition, your Church 
Stewardship, $600,  must be paid in full and you must present your Church Stewardship  Card 
obtained from the Church Office at time of enrollment.
