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DISCIPLINE SYSTEM

I. DEMERITS
Failing to follow rules regarding school policies, appearance, and school uniform
Being late to class without permission
Disrupting a lesson (talking, calling out, etc.)
Chewing gum THREE DEMERITS WILL RESULT IN
DETENTION

I1. DETENTION
» Engaging in disruptive behavior during a fire drill
* Engaging in disruptive behavior while on school property (Church, hallways, cafeteria,
playground, etc.)
* Bringing inappropriate items to school including electronic devices or whatever else the
Administration considers as interfering with the school

Detention will be 45 minutes long from 7-30-8:15 AM and/or 3:00 - 3:45 P.M. on a designated day.
Parents will be notified the day before a detention has to be served. The parent will have to make the
proper arrangements for drop off/pick up.

THREE DETENTIONS WILL RESULT IN A REFERRAL

SPECIAL ATTENTION
The use of cell phones and smartwatches is prohibited during school hours. If the child needs to call
home, he/she has to ask permission from the teacher to come to the office and call from the school office
phone. Cell phones used by students during the school day will be confiscated and sent to Principal’s
office and returned only to parents. JHS student must hand in their cell phones to the homeroom teacher
upon arrival.

II1. REFERRAL

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IV.  SUSPENSION

Infractions

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UNIFORM CODE

Our students must wear the appropriate uniform to school every day. When they attend assemblies and liturgies in
Church, students must wear their complete school uniform, which includes wearing the school blazer. Gym
uniforms and sneakers are to be worn only on gym days. Boots are allowed only on rainy/snowy days. Students
must come to school well groomed. Boys must have their hair short and well-trimmed around the neck and ears and
above the eyebrows. Girl’s skirts/skorts must be no shorter than three inches above the knee. Girls are not allowed to
wear make-up nor have nail tips or polished nails. Girls are allowed to wear stud earrings or small hoops only.

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ABSENCES & LATENESS

Students are discouraged from being absent, unless they are ill or have other serious personal/family
reasons. Frequent absences can have a negative effect on a student's academic performance. In order for
an absence of more than two days to be excused, a doctor’s note is required.

Students should not be late to school in the morning. All lateness is recorded, and frequent lateness can
have a negative effect on a student’s academic performance. Students are considered late if they do not

report to homeroom for attendance by the 8:40AM bell.

Complete ten hours of documented service within the school (subject to approval.) Examples of service
hours include being monitors, peer tutors, members of a school team etc.

CORDS OF EXCELLENCE
Cords for each major subject will be awarded to each eighth grade student that receives an overall 95 and
above average.

YALEDICTORIAN AND SALUTATORIAN TITLES

The Valedictorian and Salutatorian titles are determined by the overall final average the students receive in
the seven major subject areas (English, Social Studies, Math, Science, Religion, Greek and Spanish) in the
sixth, seventh and eighth grades. In order for a student to become a Valedictorian or Salutatorian, the
student must be in Accelerated Math and Science and Honors Greek classes in the sixth, seventh and
eighth grades. He/she must also have excellent behavior in Junior High School and service hours in the
eighth grade.
